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Now in its 14th year, this popular professional development course is again being offered this year in the beautiful, historic city of PRAGUE, capital of the Czech Republic.  The course gives participants the exciting opportunity to see clinical social work – its theory, practice, and diversity – in a larger international arena, a vantage point that has become increasingly more important in our current global society.  A focus of the program will be on the social issues and enormous transitions that have occurred in Central and Eastern Europe since the fall of communism and, more specifically, how those issues are being addressed by the professional community.

The classroom setting is transformed to the field where participants will visit a variety of clinical programs and dialogue on an informal level with Czech practitioners and social work faculty from Charles University, one of the oldest and most prestigious universities in Europe. The program includes site visits to several unique treatment programs in and around Prague, such as the Prague Psychiatric Center; a program that works with refugee families; and a domestic violence program.  Also included in the schedule will be a day trip to the historic Terezin concentration camp, in addition to an overnight visit to the incredible Renaissance village of Cesky Krumlov, where we will plan a stop by an orphanage that provides care for Roma and Czech children. Other social events will be offered including a guided tour of the city and the beautiful historic castle of Prague.  Ample time will also be provided throughout the week for independent sightseeing.  Course participants are housed in a comfortable, air-conditioned, three-star or above hotel located in the center of the city near the Old Town Square. 
The course continues to be conducted by Patricia Lager, LCSW, Director of International Programs with the FSU College of Social Work.

PROGRAM FEE: The program fee of $1630
 includes15 contact hours (including one hour of domestic violence content); hotel room (single occupancy with private bath) and breakfast; tour of Prague including a visit to the castle; metro passes; day trip to Terezin; overnight visit to Cesky Krumlov; program dinner; and health insurance policy.
